3.6. Criteria and conditions of the ECTS credits transfer – 

acceptance of the ECTS credit rating of subjects that the students can choose from other studies at the university or other institutions of higher education 

With regard to the institutionally agreed and accurately determined list of elective subjects that the students of the Faculty of Kinesiology can choose from other studies, the obtained credits will be unconditionally recognized (accepted) for the kinesiology students within the determined quota for the elective subjects (34 ECTS credits – male students, and 36 ECTS credits – female students).

The students who want to enrol in an elective subject of another study that is not on the previous list of elective subjects must inform the Faculty of Kinesiology about their wish in advance in order to obtain the necessary consent for such an enrolment and for the possible subsequent recognition (acceptance) of credits.

3.7. Completion of the study 

The undergraduate study that gives a student the actual vocational direction (the leaving certificate level – the qualification for employment) ends by passing all the exams from the three-year study, by fulfilling other study-related obligations and by passing the final examination, for which a certificate will be issued to the student. The contents and the details regarding the way in which the final examination will be conducted are determined by the relevant bodies of the Faculty.

The undergraduate study that qualifies the student directly for the continuation of the graduate study ends by passing all the examinations from the curriculum and by fulfilling all other study-related obligations without the obligation to pass the final examination and without issuing the certificate of graduation.

The university graduate study of kinesiology ends by passing all the examinations from the curriculum, by fulfilling all other study-related obligations, by writing the final paper and by passing  the diploma examination. Prior to the diploma examination the student must pass all other examinations and fulfil all other study-realted obligations from the curriculum.

3.8. Conditions under which the students who have interrupted their study or who have lost the right to study one study programme can continue the study 

The students who, at any time and for any reason, interrupts their already begun undergraduate study or lose the right to study the same study programme at the Faculty of Kinesiology University of Zagreb can receive appropriate documentation of the subjects attended, of the examinations passed and of the number of ECTS credits received, which will enable him/her the transfer to another corresponding university or vocational study either in Croatia or abroad.

The students who, at any time and for any reason, interrupts their already begun university graduate study or loses the right to study that study programme can receive appropriate documentation, depending on the module elected, of the number of examinations passed and of the number of ECTS credits, and he/she can transfer to any other corresponding university or vocational study either in Croatia or abroad.

That student of the university graduate study can also subsequently, if he/she wants, enrol again in the university undergraduate study, under the conditions determined by the Faculty authorities, in the sixth semester, that is, he/she can enrol in one of the elective modules that give the actual vocational direction (the leaving certificate level) for working in sport, physical recreation, fitness-development programmes or physical conditioning of athletes, and thus complete the undergraduate study and attain the title: Bachelor (baccalaurean) of Sport / Physical Recreation / Fitness Ddevelopment and of Physical Conditioning of Athletes.

4. CONDITIONS FOR THE STUDY REALISATION

4.1. Premises 

The Faculty of Kinesiology University of Zagreb (Zagreb, Horvaćanski zavoj 15) is well equipped for the realisation of the curriculum. Most of the theoretical and practical teaching can be organised and conducted in the buildings of the Faculty at the mentioned address. 

Still, teaching in certain study subjects, like Swimming, Water Polo, Rowing, Athletics, Tennis and Football), for which the Faculty does not have appropriate facilities, is done, in principle, at hired nearby facilities of the Sports Park “Mladost” or Sports-recreational Centre “Jarun”. 

A smaller part of the teaching during the later years of the study is realised outside the place of the Faculty residence as a field teaching in the subjects of Skiing and Water Sports. Courses in mountain and seaside field trips is organised at appropriate locations in Croatia. 

4.2. Premises and equipment used in the study programme 

        teaching 

4.2.1. Premises

The premises used by the Faculty of Kinesiology, University of Zagreb, are located in the City of Zagreb, the district of Trešnjevka, at the address: Horvaćanski zavoj 15. It should be mentioned here that the Faculty of Kinesiology holds in its registered property the land and the buildings.

The premises for all the forms of teaching (theoretical lectures, seminars, laboratory exercise, practical classes) are considered satisfactory if there are 250-300 freshmen each academic year and if the teaching is organised in the following manner: theoretical lectures are held with groups of 150 students, whereas seminars and practical classes are organised with groups of 30 students, but for certain subjects these groups are even smaller (12 or 20 students in a group). In any case, the distribution of subjects across the years of the study and study groups provides each student with his/her working place. 

There is a joint project in progress with the University of Zagreb, Ministry of Science, Education and Sport and the City of Zagreb for extensive construction and reconstruction of the surrounding sport facilities. The reconstruction would solve the acute problem of the lack of certain sports facilities and allow for a number of new subjects, connected with an indoor swimming pool, a multifunctional gymnasium, indoor tennis courts, indoor track-and-field premises, and an indoor court for sporting games, to be introduced into the study curriculum.    

The number of offices, laboratories, lecture rooms, lecture halls, gymnasia, auxiliary and storage rooms and other premises available to students and the faculty members (useful surface expressed in m2), the number of seats and audiovisual equipment available for the teaching are presented in the following table:

4.2.2.  Equipment

Throughout its continuance (founded in 1959 as the High School of Physical Culture) the Faculty of Kinesiology has been trying to meet the urgent and considerable needs for modern equipment and apparatuses necessary for an effective teaching process and indispensable for scientific research in kinesiology.

It should be accentuated that the computer-based equipment must be renewed most frequently.

The total number of personal computers used in teaching and directly available to students: 51.

Per a hundred students there are 3.7 personal computers.

Despite the fact that only 51 PCs are used in the instruction process, a certain number of students may use PCs in the faculty members’ offices to search information bases, to process data, and to prepare their seminar, term, or graduation papers. 

The following scientific disciplines, researched and taught at the Faculty, are particularly well equipped: biomechanics, kinesiological kinematics and kinetics, electromyography, sport diagnostics (satisfying the needs of the subjects Physiology of Sport and Exercise, Sports Medicine and Biological Kinanthropology), as well as the following subjects: Quantitative Methods, Basic Physical Conditioning, Combat Sports, Gymnastics. The equipment of other scientific disciplines and study subjects barely satisfies the needs. Unfortunately, the number of students in lectures, seminars and practical classes reduces the level of equipment even in those kinesiological disciplines or subjects that are well equipped.

The Faculty of Kinesiology has established the Croatian Sports Museum gallery with a permanent exhibition of artefacts, replicas of ancient statues and historical photographs, illustrating the development of sports events and disciplines, Hrvatski sokol (the Croatian Falcon), education of personnel for physical education and for sports. Also, several murals have been painted on free walls.

Besides the employees of the Faculty of Kinesiology (approved in their research-teaching appointments, teaching appointments and assistant appointments) and the listed external associates, a number of recognised professionals are also engaged in the process of instruction of the compulsory and elective subjects, as well as of the compulsory and elective modules. As a rule, they are responsible for the practical part of the subject syllabus. 

4.4. Data about the engaged university teachers

(the questionnaires are archived at the Faculty of Kinesiology) 

4.5. The list of teaching laboratories (teaching locations) for the 

realisation of the professional practice, the consent of the manager of the teaching laboratory/location in which the professional practice takes place, the statement about the existence of the necessary equipment and premises for the realisation of the professional practice in accordance with the curriculum and the list and qualifications of associates who will realise the professional practice 

Since the students of the Faculty of Kinesiology are primarily prepared for the realisation of physical education classes at all levels of the educational system in Croatia (from pre-school to higher education), the students of the university graduate study, within the compulsory module Kinesiology in Education must attend from the sixth through to the tenth semester the so called teaching practice in pre-school institutions, and primary and secondary schools. According to the proposition of the then Ministry of Science and Technology of the Republic of Croatia, the following schools and pre-school institutions were determined as the teaching laboratory schools:

The Faculty of Kinesiology has signed up a contract about the conditions of realisation of the students’ professional practice with all the previously mentioned institutions, and the surveillance of the realisation of professional practice will be done by the physical education teachers in those institutions, that is, the physical education teachers from other institutions of higher education who have been appointed mentors and senior mentors by the Ministry of Science, Education and Sport of the Republic of Croatia. 

Within the compulsory subject Kinesiological Recreation, as well as within the elective modules Physical Recreation, that is, Kinesiological Recreation, the students must spend an appropriate number of hours of professional practice in different sport and recreational centres. 

Within the elective modules of sport at the undergraduate and graduate level the students must realise their professional sport practice in the sports clubs of the selected sport from the highest to the lowest level of competition, in sports associations, sports federations and elsewhere. 

4.6. The optimal number of students who can enrol in the study 

taking into account the premises, equipment and the number of faculty members 

Taking into account the available indoor facilities (lecture rooms, laboratories, teachers’ offices, gymnasia, etc.) and outdoor sports grounds owned by the Faculty, sporting and other equipment provided by the Faculty, as well as taking into account the number of the faculty members employed at the Faculty and the appointed external associates, the optimal number of students to be enrolled each academic year in the first year of the study at the university study of kinesiology is 250.

At the same time, the maximal number of students that the Faculty can enrol every year in the first year of the study is 280-300.

In the last several years the Faculty has enrolled in the first year of the study between 250 and 300 students, which proved to be justifiable, on the one hand, taking a long-term view, with regard to the demand of the labour market sector for this profile of experts, and on the other, with regard to the fact that the Faculty has been able to provide the necessary standard of teaching process throughout the whole study to all the students enrolled. All the more so, since this Faculty is still the only independent institution of higher education in the Republic of Croatia that educates highly educated experts in kinesiology.

Due to its nature, the study is organised only as the full-time university study.

4.7.   An assessment of the costs of the study per student 

Taking into account, on the one hand, the total amount of money spent for the operation of the Faculty in the year 2004 in the amount of 20,831,552.00 kunas for:

· the salaries and other reimbursements for the work of the Faculty employees,

· the reimbursements  for the work of the mentors,

· the reimbursements for the work of external associates of the Faculty,

· other operations (stationery, electricity, postal services costs, municipal services, etc.)

· maintenance and investement costs,

· publishing,

· library holdings renewal,

· equipment, and

· field teaching,

and on the other, the total number of full-time students enrolled in that year in all four study years (1,441 students), it can be said that the average annual costs per enrolled student in the year 2004 amounted to 14,456.00 kunas.

When the curriculum in operation and the new curriculum are compared, a certain linear increase in the total number of contact hours becomes obvious in the latter (3.360 women, or 3.375 men and 3.450, respectively) due primarily to the prolongation of the study from four to five years. Still, an average total number of contact hours per academic year in the new curriculum is reduced by 134 contact hours or 16%. From that point of view, the average annual study cost per student should be lower by approximately 16%.  

However, such a reduction of annual study costs is not expected because a great number of elective subjects and elective modules have been introduced into the study at all levels. This will, naturally, lead to an increase in the total number of actual contact hours, consequently to an increase of the average annual study costs per student by approximately 25-30%. 
Accordingly, the estimated average annual costs per student in the newly developed university study of kinesiology will be greater by approximately 15% as compared to the previous costs, meaning that the predicted average annual study cost per student will amount to approximately 16,600.00 kunas (sixteen thousand six hundred kunas). 
   4.8. The study programme quality and effectiveness assessment 

          and the engagement of students in it 

The Faculty of Kinesiology pays permanent attention to its teaching quality and effectiveness assessment. It is performed in two ways. First, there is a well-established mechanism of following up the realisation of the instruction in order to optimise the schedule and usage of premises.   

As far as the quality assurance and effectiveness assessment of teaching of particular subjects is concerned, the Faculty has developed several ways. One is to conduct an anonymous questionnaire survey among the students in order to obtain an insight into the various aspects of subject structure and teaching quality. The second, more objective way is to organise discussion sessions periodically with the graduates. The purpose is to become acquainted with their opinion about the quality and applicability of knowledge, skills and qualifications gained at the Faculty in practice in particular fields of applied kinesiology. This information, then expert opinions, published professional papers, on the one hand, and insights, experience and new trends in the world, on the other, are the base on which the study programme quality assessment is performed with the exclusive purpose of making the university study of kinesiology as innovative, compatible, competitive and applicable as possible. 

5.   CLOSING REMARKS 

The proposed Curriculum of the University Study of Kinesiology at the Faculty of Kinesiology, University of Zagreb, with its undergraduate and graduate study is prepared in accordance with the accepted criteria of the National Council for Higher Education, the guidelines of the Council of Rectors of Institutions in Higher Education of the Republic of Croatia and the recommendations of the Committee of Teacher Education Studies. It is also defined by the ECTS. 

Preparation work on the proposed Curriculum of the University Study of Kinesiology commenced in the winter of the academic year 2003/04 with several coordination meetings. Deans of the teacher education faculties and other scholars responsible for the ECTS implementation and harmonisation of the Croatian university curricula with the European ones discussed and accepted certain basic standings and principles, to which the proposers of the submitted curriculum adhered entirely. 

It should be accentuated that all the representatives of the teacher training institutions agreed that the structure of the study should be 3+2+3 academic years. They also agreed that bachelors (the graduates from the first, three-year, baccalaurean level) were not qualified to perform any kind of teaching in the educational system and that graduates from the university graduate study should attain two competences. 

In the process of preparing the Curriculum the Faculty of Kinesiology also respected the recommendations of the National Council for Higher Education regarding the obligation to provide Bachelors with immediate employment certificate and certain competences for the labour market sector.  

The Work Group for the Study Reform in accordance with the Bologna Declaration was established at the Faculty. It consisted of representatives of all the research-teaching departments of the Faculty and of student representatives. Numerous meetings at all levels of the Faculty structure were held where many issues of the curriculum were discussed in great detail. The final version of the Curriculum was adopted at the special, thematic session of the Council of the Faculty of March 14, 2005. 

All the remarks and suggestions coming from the departments and chairs of the Faculty, supported with valid arguments and reasons, were integrated into the final version of the document submitted here for further procedure.  
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
